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	CYO tournament a rousing success

At the end of three weeks of basketball, six teams were left standing to claim the title of champion. 

The Second Annual St. Martin CYO Basketball Tournament concluded on Sunday at Marist College's James J. McCann Recreation Center, ending a tournament six divisions in size, with more than 500 players dispersed among 48 teams from 21 separate parishes. 

St. Martin de Porres took home top honors in the boys sixth-, seventh- and eighth-grade divisions, as well as the combined seventh- and eighth-grade girls division. St. James of Carmel won the boys’ sixth-grade division and St. Joseph's of Kingston won the combined girls’ fifth- and sixth-grade division. 

"I'm extremely pleased with how this tournament has evolved in only its second year." said Chris Fields, the tournament director and St. Martin de Porres parish athletic director. "It gives CYO players an opportunity to play on beautiful courts, learn more about local colleges and make new friends." 

The tournament MVPs were: Angel Baez (fifth grade boys), Justin Etts (seventh grade boys), Logan Brennan (fifth-sixth grade girls) and Paige Decker (seventh-eighth grade girls). A singular MVP was not named in the sixth- or eighth-grade boys divisions, with the teams opting to spread the honor among every team member. 

The tournament's round-robin games were played at Vassar College, the Culinary Institute of America, St. Martin de Porres School and Our Lady of Lourdes High School over the first two weeks in January. 

Through fund-raising efforts, $1,500 was raised during the first two weekends for Hoops for Hunger. On Saturday and Sunday at the McCann Center, over $750 was raised for the Haitian Disaster Relief Fund.
